Submitting a site will not however commit Unity in Our Community to any particular decision on the future of any site, which will only be able to be brought forward following statutory public and stakeholder consultation and appropriate environmental assessment, including consistency with the strategic policies set out within the Local Plan prepared by Wirral Council.

How to fill in the Call for Sites form

The majority of the form should be self-explanatory although further guidance is provided below. If you wish to submit more than one site, please fill in a separate form for each site. 
The electronic completion and submission of this form is preferred, wherever possible, to help the prompt collation and analysis of your response.

We need to be able to identify the location and boundaries of all sites submitted.  We require a good quality map and on an Ordnance Survey base, at a scale which shows the detailed site boundaries and any surrounding buildings, with the site boundary clearly edged with a red line.  More than one site can be included on a plan (where sites are close together), provided the sites are clearly labelled.
